The idea of ​​using the advertising structures of a city to amplify only a text: NO MORE WORDS is a questioning about the manipulation of language functions and not their total negation. The written word as a medium of communication and storage of collective memory is increasingly trivialized and used as an instrument of collective hypnosis. Through the mass media, the centers of power create in the consumer a false sense of freedom and a compulsive distraction towards consumerism, amid a constant overproduction of promises and predictions that cause insecurity and mistrust on a global scale.

If we look at the current world panorama, we can agree that words function more like a wall than a bridge. However, within the context of art, words can maintain the evocative power of reflection. Words have the quality of creating images in our mind and inciting us to act and think by moving ideas from our inner self. I use this evocative characteristic of language in my works, sharing with poetry the same magic of making the moment of reading an attempt to relive with the viewer, in an instant, quotidian passions and fears from the filter of art.

The globalized world needs communication and dialogue, but even more what we all need is to start acting in this direction, more facts and no more empty words. We could add a few more letters to the phrase: NO MORE WORDS, JUST ACT.
